✔ garbage containers concealed or in alley pickup area
✔ yard free of all waste and junk by removing it promptly

and properly

Do Not
✔ keep large dogs in small yards in town

(this creates unsanitary conditions)
✔ park old cars, boats, etc., in yard
✔ accumulate junk and debris in alley area
